Brief Description of the Project: 

Students are introduced to the basics of music through lessons that also develop social skills and enhance the classroom curriculum, with focuses on concepts such as counting, spelling and visual recognition of colors, sounds, shapes and symbols. Key goals of this project are to introduce basic musical concepts such as soft and loud sounds, long and short sounds and high and low sounds--all basic building blocks for continued experiences in music. Students will enhance their social skills by participating in and having the chance to lead creative musical games and exercises.
Why this was chosen as a Best Project:
Introductory music exercises were used to help homeless children develop self-confidence and self-expression. The children were also given ample opportunity to express their understanding of musical concepts through language arts skills such as recognizing beginning letters and phonic sounds, memorization of new vocabulary and repeated rhyming exercises. 

The project met most of the Arizona State Standards for Music, and additionally linked musical learning to several other curricula. Comprehensive Health requirements in rhythm, body balance, movement, motion, and energy were all addressed, in addition to studying the cause and effect of sound – a standard in Science learning.  Also, the project was formatted in easy-to-understand lesson plans, allowing for its continuation in the classroom long after the Scholar has graduated.
